[image: image1.png]3. Remove the exhaust header nuts (4) and set aside.
Remove and save the front muffler mounting bolt (5),
nut (7) and washers (6), grommets (8), and spacers (9
and 10).

4. Free the exhaust header from the engine exhaust port,
and remove the muffler assembly from the motorcycle.

5. Remove and discard the exhaust port gasket (1).

6. Remove and discard the retaining ring (2). Remove and
save the exhaust ring clamp (3).

Installing the Performance Muffler

1. See the Service Parts illustration. Obtain the exhaust
ring clamp saved earlier and the header pipe assembly
(2) from the kit. Install the exhaust ring clamp (with the
counterbore facing the engine) over the collar onto the
header pipe.

2. Install the new retaining ring (6) from the kit onto the
header pipe to prevent the pipe from slipping through
the exhaust ring clamp.

3. Slip the muffler assembly (1) over the header outlet
pipes.

4. Loosely assemble the front bracket (3) and hanger
bracket (4) to the header pipe with the hex head bolt (7)
and lock nut (9) from the kit.

NOTE
The retaining ring may crack if the gap is not positioned at the
farthest point from the mounting studs.

5. Position the header pipe on the motorcycle. Rotate the
retaining ring at the exhaust ring clamp so the gap is
oriented 90° from the exhaust port studs.

Install the new exhaust port gasket (5) from the kit, and
loosely assemble the header pipe to the studs with the
nuts saved earlier.

6. Insert the spacers and grommets into the mounting hole
in the front muffler support on the motorcycle.

Insert the bolt and flat washer removed earlier through
the hanger bracket (4) and muffler support.

Slide the “D”-washer (9) from the kit onto the bolt
threads. Loosely fasten with the original fiat washer and
locknut.

7. Loosely assemble the brackets on the rear of the muf-
fler to the rear muffler supports on the motorcycle with
the screws, washers and locknuts removed earlier.

AwarniNG
Failure to provide adequate clearance can cause loss of
control during motorcycle operation, which could result
in death or serious injury.

NOTE
Before tightening the muffler hardware, make sure the muf-
fler is positioned to provide adequate clearance from the
side stand and rear tire.

8. Tighten the lower header nut, then the upper header
nut, to 72-96 in-lbs (8-11 Nm).

9. Tighten the rear muffler support hardware to 22-25 ft-lbs
(30-34 Nm).

10. Tighten the front muffler support hardware to 22-25 ft-
Ibs (30-34 Nm).

11. Tighten the front bracket to front hanger bracket hard-
ware to 22-25 ft-Ibs (30-34-Nm).

CAUTION

After installation, wipe all fingerprints off system.
Failure to thoroughly clean system will result in oil from
hands burning permanently into exhaust system, leav-
ing marks impossible to remove.

AwarNING. .

Connect positive (+) battery cable first. If positive (+) cable
should contact ground with negative (-) cable connected,
the resulting sparks can cause a battery explosion, which
could result in death or serious injury. (00068a)

12. Connect the battery cables, positive cable first.

13. Refer to the Service Manual, and follow instructions to
install the seat.

AwarNING

After installing seat, pull upward on front of seat to be
sure it is in locked position. While riding, a loose seat
can shift causing loss of control, which could result in
death or serious injury. (00070a)

14. Start the engine and check for exhaust leaks.
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
